Fr. Brian’s Blarney, continued…. 
In the setup process, I helped to clean out a number of the cages with other folks from the parish.  Unfortunately, we tend to 
be hoarders here at St. Anthony’s.  I don’t know if it is because we are a farming community and figure we need to save 
stuff in case something breaks we have the spare parts to fix it; that there was a generation that went through the war and 
feel the same way; or that there was a pastor here that gutted the church and we need to hang onto the stuff just in case; or it 
was a feeling of loss that shaped the personality of the parish.  I don’t know.  It is just something we have to deal with much 
like my own desire to hang onto things. 
   Having said that, though, many of the rooms have been cleaned out.  A lot of the rooms were simply in disorder and 
needed to be organized.  There were things that we donated to the Rummage Sale, so it went for a good cause.  However, 
there were a lot of things that simply needed to be thrown out – empty boxes and things that just led to clutter.  It freed up 
quite a bit of space and now we have more organized storage areas for the Knights, Scouts, Helping Hands, and the 
different dinners and rummage sales.  There is still some clutter that will need to be addressed, but all in good time. 
 

Organ Pipes In this process, the organist from my internship parish, Immaculate Conception in Ira Twp, came down to 
look at the remaining organ pipes that were stored in the choir loft.  He donated $1000 to the parish for the pipes and some 
of the other parts that had been left there since the new electronic organ was put in.  Since he rebuilds organs, I thought it 
would be good to know that they were going to someone who could actually use them instead of someone who will simply 
scrap them.  We were able to free up plenty of room in that storage area in the loft.  I took one of the filing cabinets from 
Kenna Hall to put up there, so Sharon can properly file her music.

   CORPUS CHRISTI, TX, September 8, 2009 (LifeSiteNews.com) - Bishop Rene Henry Gracida, retired Roman Catholic 
Bishop of Corpus Christi, Texas has denounced the "scandal" of the Kennedy funeral.  Writing on his blog, Bishop Gracida 
said, "There was so much wrong with the funeral liturgy celebrated in Boston last Saturday for Senator Edward Moore 
Kennedy that I hardly know where to begin.” 
   He added: "Aside from the impropriety of such a grandiose celebration for one of the country's most notorious dissident 
Catholics, the 'celebration' was filled with liturgical errors and transgressions against the General Instruction of the Roman 
Missal which governs every celebration of the Church's liturgy." 
   Rather than going into specifics about the abuses himself, Bishop Gracida posted commentaries by lay and clerical pro-
life leaders who identified the gravity of the scandal. "I am afraid that if I, a bishop, were to go into the details of the 
scandal it would only add to the scandal and so I will let the laity speak to it," he said. 
   Bishop Gracida reposted several commentaries from lay leaders in the pro-life movement in various posts.  He, however, 
gave special attention to the commentary by Phil Lawler of Catholic World News.  Said Bishop Gracida: "It is not 
unreasonable to suggest that the 'buck' for the scandal of the secular extravaganza which obscured the sacred liturgical 
nature of the Kennedy funeral should stop at the desk of the Cardinal Archbishop of Boston.  Again, since I do not want to 
directly criticize another bishop, I leave it to the laity to analyze the true nature of that celebration.  I give the final word to a 
layman for whom I have a great deal of respect: Phillip Lawler." 
 

   Funeral Rites Should be Denied to Publicly Pro-Abort Catholics: Vatican Official Says Catholics also "should have 
the courage to look truth in the eye and call things by their common names"

   WASHINGTON, D.C., September 21, 2009 (LifeSiteNews.com) - In an address to InsideCatholic.com's 14th Annual 
Partnership Dinner Friday evening, Archbishop Raymond Burke, Prefect of the Vatican's Apostolic Signatura, said that 
funeral rites should not be given to pro-abortion Catholic politicians. He also defended the duty of Catholics to speak in 
charity against the scandal caused by such figures. 
   The archbishop said that, while "we must speak the truth in charity," Catholics also "should have the courage to look truth 
in the eye and call things by their common names."  "It is not possible to be a practicing Catholic and to conduct oneself in 
this manner," he told the crowd of about 200 guests.  
   Burke hammered home his message of the need for fidelity to Church teaching on the part of Catholics in politics in his 
50-minute speech. The archbishop, known for his unwavering and vocal defense of the Church's teachings on life and 
family issues, was given a standing ovation at the conclusion of his address.     In what appeared to be a reference to the 
Kennedy funeral scandal, Burke said that "neither Holy Communion nor funeral rites should be administered to" politicians 
who support abortion or same-sex "marriage."  "To deny these is not a judgment of the soul, but a recognition of the scandal 
and its effects," he said.     Burke said that when a politician is associated "with greatly sinful acts about fundamental 
questions like abortion and marriage, his repentance must also be public." 
"Anyone who grasps the gravity of what he has done will understand the need to make it public," said Burke. 



 

 

Sen. Ted Kennedy, a staunch abortion and same-sex "marriage" supporter, was laid to rest in a highly publicized and 
laudatory Catholic funeral ceremony in Boston on August 29.  Catholic pro-life leaders had pleaded with Cardinal Sean 
O'Malley not to allow the public ceremony, but the cardinal ultimately presided over the rites.  In turn, other leaders in the 
Catholic community, most notably Fr. Thomas Rosica, the CEO of Canada's Salt & Light television network, lambasted the 
pro-life response to the funeral as uncharitable. 
   About the pro-life leaders and activists who expressed concern about Kennedy's funeral, Rosica wrote on his blog, "many 
so-called lovers of life and activists in the pro-life movement, as well as well-known colleagues in Catholic television 
broadcasting and media in North America, have revealed themselves to be not agents of life, but of division, destruction, 
hatred, vitriol, judgment and violence."          
   Burke, however, defended those who spoke out against such scandal, pointing out that unity within the Church is 
ultimately based upon the truth.  
   "The Church's unity is founded on speaking the truth in love," he said.  "This does not destroy unity but helps to repair a 
breach in the life of the Church."
