Pilarczvk Bars a Religious Sister From Teaching

There was an article written by Dan Horn on 2 Sept 2009 found on
Cincinnati.com reporting that Cincinnati Archbishop Daniel Pilarczyk banned
a religious sister from teaching at archdiocesan parishes and institutions
because she supports the ordination of women priests. Mr. Horn reported that
officials from the Archdiocese of Cincinnati stated that Abp. “Pilarczyk made
the decision after Sister of Charity Louise Akers, who has taught in the
Archdiocese of Cincinnati for 40 years, refused to publicly renounce her
support for a position the Vatican considers a violation of church teachings.”

Mr. Horn quoted archdiocese spokesman Dan Andriacco "The principle here
is that someone who is teaching in the name of the church should be in accord
with the teachings of the church," said Mr. Andriacco.

Sr. Louise stated Abp. Pilarczyk had told her to remove her name from the
web site of the Women's Ordination Conference (a group that supports the
ordination of women) and publicly renounce her support of women priests. Mr.
Horn reported that Sr. Louise was open to taking her name off of the website,
“but she could not reject her strong belief in the ordination of women.”

Mr. Andriacco said the archdiocese has a vested interest in making sure its

Six-month  Parish registration and
participation are required for Baptism,
Confirmation and Marriage.
Baptisms: Second Sunday of the month;
Arrangements must be made in advance and
parents must attend a baptism class. The
Church requires that at least one of the parents
be a practicing Catholic; and anyone wishing
to serve as a Godparent must be an active,
practicing, fully initiated Catholic at least 16
years of age.
Marriage: Arrangements must be made at
least nine months in advance. Please call the
rectory office. Officiate at the ceremony must
be St. Anthony Parish Pastor or a family
member.
Funerals:  Officiate must be St. Anthony
Parish Pastor or a family member.
Please note: The services of the Parish
Organist are used for all sacramental liturgies.

Brian’s Blarney, continued
educators are in line with the
Magisterium (the teaching of the
Church). He said Church Doctrine
clearly states that because Christ chose
only male apostles, the church must
allow only male priests. According to
the Catechism of the Catholic Church:
"The Church recognizes herself to be
bound by this choice made by the Lord
Himself. For this reason, the ordination

of women is not possible." "Some people argue that ordaining women is a justice
issue," Andriacco said. "The Church would say there is only injustice when you
deprive someone of something they have a right to. Ordination is not a right, nor
is the ability to teach in the name of the Church.””

Sr. Louise stated at the end of the article that, “Whenever there is a difference
or dissent, dialogue is important.” I (Fr. Brian) find this quite hypocritical, since
when someone says the term “dialogue” now it really means that they want to
talk you to death until you change your mind. They are not really open to
hearing the truth, but want you to conform to their truth. It would be like a son
pestering his father to get a new toy or a piece of candy and they give reason after
reason for wanting this object. The dad could say no over and over again, but the
son persists in asking, begging, whining and eventually throwing a temper
tantrum because he has not gotten his way.

The accusation that is put forth is that the bishop is somehow bullying this
sister or anyone else with this same position. Somehow they are not listening and
simply bullying their opinion over these ladies who want to be ordained priests.
(By the way, there were women priests in Jesus’ time; they were called
priestesses and they were in the pagan religions in the area. He was well aware
of them.) It is like the daughter screaming at her mother, “You are not listening!”
which really means, “I am mad at you because you have not changed your mind!”
In fact, is it not the daughter who is not listening?

Ironically, the reservation of Holy Orders has been discussed and put to rest
with John Paul II a few years ago. The biggest problem that I see is that this
sister and many of the other religious sisters that I know bought into the radical
feminism espoused by the likes of Gloria Steinem, a view which the Wall Street
Journal stated really eliminates men and changes (continued on today’s insert...)

Brian’s Blarney, continued
women into men.

There is also another radical view
that is floating out there that really
wants to eliminate the Sacrament of
Holy Orders all together to make us
simply a congregational church; or
the Marxist/Communist view of
tearing down the hierarchical
structure to put in their own structure.
This is really another way of
eliminating Holy Orders and the
Priesthood and making the priest
simply a presider or emcee at the
Mass. The priest then is no longer “in
persona Christi” or “In the person of
Christ”, but is simply a functionary.
This is a radically liberal carry over
from the protestant revolt that began
to manifest itself before Vatican II,
but really came to light after the
Council. Ironically, if you read the
documents of Vatican II, the
Priesthood is defined further and it is
in union with the constant teaching of
the Church. They did not have the
intention to change or eliminate the
priesthood at all.

This is one of the reasons why the
seminaries were investigated a few
years ago and why the convents are
being visited now.
