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There have been a number of questions regarding scheduling of the facilities. This has
coincided with Kenna Hall being re-keyed. There have been a number of items taken
from Kenna Hall and have not been returned, so we decided that it was time to change
the locks to stem the tide of disappearing tables and chairs, uniforms, equipment, etc.

In order to ensure the smooth usage of our facilities requires one to contact Michelle in
the parish office to schedule the use of a room or hall on the campus. Michelle has been
given my authority to schedule all events as well as not schedule or cancel any events
which violate diocesan or parish policy. (When it comes to the use of the Church, |
generally have the final authority, especially when it comes to the sacraments). There
have been incidents that in the past that could have turned out to be liability issues or
issues of safety due to the students being in the premises with unsupervised technicians
installing equipment. We need to ensure not only the smooth operation of our Campus
here at St. Anthony, but also the safety of our students and all here.
