Fr. Brian’s Blarney 
Latin in the Liturgy 
   Adding the Latin to the Mass was not intended to be a surprise, but with me 
being in and out of the hospital, I was not able to publish anything.  There has 
been a very positive response, especially with the school children (when the 7th 
and 8th grade are not posturing and trying to be cool, they can actually sing it 
well.  The 3rd and 4th graders love it). 
   A few have said that Vatican II called for the total elimination of the Latin, 
which is actually incorrect.  I comment on it below.  One person said that we 
are in America and we should speak American.  Actually, we are the Catholic 
Church in America – Latin or Roman Rite.  The Anglicans called us the Roman 
Catholic Church, because they claimed to be Anglo-Catholics and wanted to 
distinguish themselves from us.  There is an American Catholic Church, which 
is a schismatic (or break away) church that is not in union with Rome.  There 
are a few derivations of this ecclesial communion and they have adopted some 
radically liberal theological views. 
   There are a number of different Rites in the Catholic Church.  The Church is 
comprised of East and West or Byzantine (Greek) and Latin.  However, to say 
Greek or Byzantine would leave out the other Oriental and Eastern Catholics 
that would fall under the Alexandrian, Antiochian, Armenian, and Chaldean 
liturgical traditions.  There are 22 autonomous (sui juris, which means they 
have their own juridical structure with their own hierarch or Patriarch, but are 
in union with Rome) particular Churches in communion with Rome (each 
diocese is considered a particular Church, but not an autonomous one in the 
sense that it applies to these 22).  Each follows a different liturgical tradition.  
There is also an Eastern Code of Canon Law.   
   The largest sui juris Church is the Latin Church. Ironically, in the Western 
Church, there are different Rites.  There is the Latin Rite, which consists of the 
Ordinary (the Missal of Paul VI) and the Extraordinary (the Missal of John 
XXIII) forms, the Ambrosian Rite (Milan, Italy) and the Mozarabic Rite 
(Toledo and Salamanca, Spain).  With the conversion of High Church 
Anglicans, there was a modification of their liturgy and it is called the Anglican 
Usage, though I don’t know if it is considered its own Rite.   
   There was a claimed Celtic Rite, but my research in the seminary did not 
prove that one actually existed, but was more of the Latin usage in Ireland and 
the lands that the Irish influence.  There were also Gallican and Sarum Rites, 
but it is unclear if they were actually separate Rites or different usages of the 
Roman Rite.  The Gallican was in Gaul (continued on today’s insert..…….)

(France and surrounding areas) and 
Iberia (Spain and Portugal), and 
though it was in Latin, it was heavily 
influenced by the East and the Celts.  
It is periodically used in Lyon.  The 
Sarum was probably a Latin usage in 
the British Isles.  
   It gets confusing at times, because 
the missals were not printed back 
then, as they are today with one or 
two publishers and sold throughout 
the country.  They were copied by 
hand and a number of parts were left 
out, probably because the priest 
memorized his parts of the Mass 
while in seminary, allowing them to 
save on the cost and time of copying.  
The history and tracking of the 
different liturgical Rites is really a 
modern concept.  Charlemagne, the 
Holy Roman Emperor, made it one of 
his major tasks to commonize the 
different Rites or usages into one 
common usage for the West.  This 
Rite or usage was heavily influenced 
by the Church in Rome and the 
Church in France.   
   After Vatican II, there was a new 
missal that was formed that tried to 
sort out the Rite from the different 
usages that were added on.  Because 
of the lack of a clear history as I said 
above, there were some great debates 
over the composition of this new Rite, 
which arguably was not a new Rite at 
all.  There has been plenty of ink 
spilled regarding the Ordinary Form 
and the Extraordinary Form, but they 
were both written in Latin.  The First 
Eucharistic Prayer is pretty much a 
carryover from the old Rite 
(Extraordinary Form).   
   To clarify the terms, Extraordinary 
form is the Rite that was called the 
Tridentine Rite or the Old Rite or the 
Pre-Vatican II Rite.  Most of those 
terms are ok, but this Rite was never 
formally suppressed by the current 
Rite.  It was attributed to the Council 
of Trent after the so-called 
Reformation (which was really a 
revolt) to codify the Rite and used at 
Mass until Vatican II and even after 
with permission publicly (a priest 
could offer the Mass without a 

congregation present without 
permission).  The missal that was 
used was last published formally in 
1962 by Pope John XXIII, so he is 
given credit for this Rite (there were 
additions afterwards that included 
both the Latin and English, but that is 
for another discussion because I do 
not know anything about those 
missals and need to do further 
research). Pope Benedict clarified the 
name and called it the Extraordinary 
Form. 
   The current Rite was often called 
the post Vatican II Mass or the Novus 
Ordo (New Order or New Ordinary) 
and is now called the Ordinary Form.  
It was actually first publish as a Latin 
only Missal.  It is in its 3rd Edition 
and that is what we use as the primary 
text or the source.  It was translated 
into English, but was never meant to 
be exclusively used as an English 
only text even though that is what 
was practiced over the last 40 years. 
   Latin is the official language of the 
Church and the official language of 
the Mass.  Vatican II spells this out in 
the document  Sancrosanctum 
Concilium (SC), which is the 
Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy 
that was promulgated by His Holiness 
Pope Paul VI on December 4, 1963.  
Many people claim that Vatican II 
eliminated Latin from the Liturgy.  
This is simply erroneous.   
   In Paragraph 36. 1, SC states 
“Particular law remaining in force, 
the use of the Latin language is to be 
preserved in the Latin rites.”  It 
continues on in paragraph 36, 2, with 
the inclusion of the vernacular, but in 
a limited way “But since the use of 
the mother tongue, whether in the 
Mass, the administration of the 
sacraments, or other parts of the 
liturgy, frequently may be of great 
advantage to the people, the limits of 
its employment may be extended. 
This will apply in the first place to the 
readings and directives, and to some 
of the prayers and chants, according 
to the regulations on this matter to be 
laid down separately in subsequent 
chapters.” 
   In paragraph 54, SC begins to spell 

where the Latin should remain in the 
parts of the Mass and where the 
vernacular could be imported stating, 
“In Masses which are celebrated with 
the people, a suitable place may be 
allotted to their mother tongue. This 
is to apply in the first place to the 
readings and "the common prayer," 
but also, as local conditions may 
warrant, to those parts which pertain 
to the people, according to the norm 
laid down in Art. 36 of this 
Constitution.”  SC spells out that the 
responses of the people that stay 
constant – the Ordinary - should be in 
Latin when it continues in paragraph 
54, “Nevertheless steps should be 
taken so that the faithful may also be 
able to say or to sing together in 
Latin those parts of the Ordinary of 
the Mass which pertain to them.” 
   There is also a comment on the 
types of music and the importance of 
our patrimony in paragraph 116 
stating, “The Church acknowledges 
Gregorian chant as specially suited to 
the Roman liturgy: therefore, other 
things being equal, it should be given 
pride of place in liturgical services.  
But other kinds of sacred music, 
especially polyphony, are by no 
means excluded from liturgical 
celebrations, so long as they accord 
with the spirit of the liturgical action, 
as laid down in Art. 30.”  SC also 
looks to the historical work of St. 
Pius X and what he was trying to do 
to reform the Liturgy.  He was listed 
as the model for Liturgical Chant and 
the importance of our patrimony in 
paragraph 117 when it states, “The 
typical edition of the books of 
Gregorian chant is to be completed; 
and a more critical edition is to be 
prepared of those books already 
published since the restoration by St. 
Pius X.” 
   We see in history that people can 
and do get off track and the Church 
has to reign her bishops and priests 
back in to do what was proscribed.   
After Vatican II, there was a number 
of things that happened.  There were 
experiments that were legitimately 
allowed, but there were many 
experiments that were not allowed.  



 

 

There was also plenty of dissent going 
on regarding moral issues, Liturgy, 
and the Church’s understanding of the 
Sacraments, especially the priesthood 
and the Eucharist.  Many taught the 
priesthood was no longer necessary 
and the Eucharist was not the real 
presence or the Mass was simply a 
communion meal.  So, Pope John 
Paul II and those in his Congregation 
for Divine Worship and the Discipline 
of the Sacraments tried to bring us 
back to what Vatican II actually 
intended as opposed to what people 
would claim under the so-called 
“Spirit of Vatican II”, which was 
simply an excuse to do anything 
under the sun.  We see today that 
Pope Benedict XVI has tried to 
continue on the work of Pope John 
Paul II in what has been called the 
Reform of the Reform. 
   The Secretary of the Congregation 
for Divine Worship and the Discipline 
of the Sacraments, Archbishop 
Malcom Ranjith, commented on this 
recently in the foreword of the book 
“True Development of the Liturgy” by 
Msgr. Nicola Giampietro.  This was 
picked up Gregor Kollmorgen’s blog 
on 24 Feb 09.  The blog states, 
“Archbishop Malcolm Ranjith, the 
Secretary of the Congregation of 
Divine Worship and the Discipline of 
the Sacraments, has written a 
foreword to a book by Msgr. Nicola 
Giampietro (True Development of the 
Liturgy, due to be published by 
Roman Catholic  Books  in 
September) based on the diaries and 
notes of Cardinal Fernando Antonelli 
OFM, who was the Secretary of the 
Liturgical Commission of the Second 
Vatican Council from 1962 to 1964 
and went on to be Archbishop 
Ranjith's predecessor as Secretary of 
the Sacred Congregation of Rites 
from 1965 until 1969.”  
   With his unique insight, then Fr 
Antonelli was very critical of the 
modus operandi of the Consilium, the 
body charged with preparing the 
liturgical reforms, and wrote a famous 
Nota sulla riforma liturgica (note on 
the liturgical reform) in which he 
deplored many of the symptoms of 

decay which we still observe today, 
such as a rampant disregard for 
liturgical norms or a lack of love and 
veneration for Sacred Tradition. Based 
o n  A n t o n e l l i ' s  o b s e r v a t i o n , 
Archbishop Ranjith finds some very 
clear words about the problematic 
genesis and the results of the liturgical 
reforms after the Council.  
   Speaking of the influences on the 
work of the Consilium, he writes, “An 
exaggerated sense of antiquarianism, 
anthopologism, confusion of roles 
between the ordained and the non-
ordained, a limitless provision of 
space for experimentation-- and 
indeed, the tendency to look down 
upon some aspects of the development 
of the Liturgy in the second 
millennium-- were increasingly 
visible among certain liturgical 
schools.” 
   And regarding the result of the 
reforms, he observes, “Some practices 
which Sacrosanctum Concilium had 
never even contemplated were 
allowed into the Liturgy, like Mass 
versus populum, Holy Communion in 
the hand, altogether giving up on the 
Latin and Gregorian Chant in favor of 
the vernacular and songs/hymns 
without much space for God, and 
extension beyond any reasonable 
limits of the faculty to concelebrate at 
Holy Mass. There was also the gross 
misinterpretation of the principle of 
"active participation. (...) Basic 
concepts and themes like Sacrifice and 
Redemption, Mission, Proclamation 
and Conversion, Adoration as an 
integral element of Communion, and 
the need of the Church for salvation--
all were sidelined, while Dialogue, 
Inculturation, Ecumenism, Eucharist-
as-Banquet,  Evangelization-as-
Witness, etc., became more important. 
Absolute values were disdained.” 
   Such an unblinkered look at the 
liturgical reforms can, Msgr Ranjith 
writes, “help us to be courageous in 
improving or changing that which was 
erroneously introduced and which 
appears to be incompatible with the 
true dignity of the Liturgy.” 
   This is nothing short of a manifesto 
for a true Reform of the Reform, 

issued by a prelate handpicked by the 
Holy Father for the competent 
Congregation, and ought to fill us 
with great hope.

LIGHT OF FAITH         

   We are now in the fourth week of Lent also known as Laetare 
Sunday. We are getting close to Easter joy!  This week we will 
discuss the message of Divine Mercy in a little more depth.  If 
you remember from last week there are three main points to the 
Divine Mercy message.  1-Receive the gift of mercy; 2-Trust in 
the mercy of God; 3-Give the gift of mercy to others. 
   To receive mercy one must be available to this gift.  To be 
available means to be sorry for acts of sin and to simply go to Our 
Lord in what the Diary of St. Faustina calls the Tribunal of 
Mercy.” (See paragraphs—975,1448,&1485 of Diary.)  This is 
the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  It is made available for us as 
Catholics every Saturday, and often we may receive this gift 
when we approach a priest with a request to confess our sins.  
Jesus told St. Faustina, “Tell souls where they are to look for 
solace; that is in the Tribunal of Mercy…come with faith to the 
feet of My representative and reveal to him one’s misery, and the 
miracle of Divine Mercy will be fully demonstrated.  The miracle 
of Divine Mercy restores that soul in full.” (See paragraph 1448 
of Diary.) 
   Thus the Sacrament of Reconciliation is the way to receive the 
great gift of God’s mercy.  It has been that way for 2,000 years!  
We are encouraged to celebrate this gift frequently through the 
message of Divine Mercy revealed in the writings of St. Faustina. 
   The second important point in the message of Divine Mercy is 
to trust in the mercy offered to us by God.  At the bottom of the 
image of Divine Mercy is what Our Lord called a signature, 
which states simply, “Jesus I trust in you.”  In the Diary of St. 
Faustina Our Lord not only encourages trust, but also laments to 
St. Faustina how much our lack of trust actually hurts Him.  
Consider the following statements given by Our Lord in 
paragraph 1076.  “How painfully distrust of My goodness wounds 
Me!  Sins of distrust wound Me most painfully.” 
   Our Lord also speaks words of great encouragement to those 
souls who do trust in the mercy of God.  He states in paragraph 
1541, “…when a soul sees and realizes the gravity of its sins…let 
it not despair, but with trust let it throw itself into the arms of My 
mercy.  These souls have a right of priority to My compassionate 
Heart, they have first access to My mercy.  Tell them that no soul 
that has called upon My mercy has been disappointed or brought 
to shame.  I delight particularly in a soul which has placed its 
trust in My goodness (emphasis added).” 
   As we can see, God has a great longing for our trust.  He longs 
to heal us of all that weighs us down and separates us from Him.  
St. Faustina had a great trust in the mercy of God.  In her diary 
(#1318) she states, “…with so much trust that even if I had the 
sins of all the damned weighing on my conscience, I would not 
have doubted God’s mercy…I would have thrown myself into the 
abyss of Your mercy.  I believe, O Jesus, that You would not 
reject me, but would absolve me through the hand of Your 
representative.”  Trust like this is a great grace.  This is 
something we should pray for daily.  Perhaps this is another habit 
to get into for Lent.  Pray to be open and to trust in God’s mercy 
for us. 
   Next week we will discuss the third point, giving mercy to 
others, which is our response to the message of Divine Mercy.
