Fr. Brian’s article, continued

I am not sure where Mr. Strzelewicz got the information that we were building a new
regional school. In fact this was never the case, but the hope was to use an existing school
building, such as St. Joseph’s or Mt. Carmel’s buildings. It was determined early on that it
would not be feasible to consider St. Anthony as the site for the regional school. Based on
initial quotes, the cost to upgrade our school building to be in compliance with codes would
have cost us between §250,000 and $500,000. The bathrooms alone to be in compliance
with ADA codes would cost approximately $125,000.

On 30 July 2008, there was a recommendation from the South Vicariate Regional School
Committee that the regional school be opened at Mt. Carmel for the 2009-2010 academic
year. However, in October 2008, Fr. Stephen Rooney, pastor of Mt. Carmel, took this
proposal off the table when he discovered that the costs to get his school building up to code
would be approximately $900,000. Therefore, Mt. Carmel could not host the regional
school.

At the same meeting, the people of St. Joseph made a pitch to be the school open in this
region. In a meeting in November 2008 with St. Joseph’s Parish Council, they stated they
were financially stable, would be open, and simply wanted to recruit our students. In
principle, the Parish Council of St. Anthony had agreed to this position and were to take this
back to St. Anthony School and present it to the parents.

In the meantime, Bishop Reiss, the regional bishop, asked Fr. Rooney to do a scientific
study to see if there was interest in a regional school. On 3 December 2008, Fr. Rooney
proposed doing a Present Situational Analysis (PSA) to Fr. Fred Kalaj, pastor of St. Joseph,
and myself to determine if there was support among the three parishes for a regional school.
There was an initial meeting with each pastor and some of the staffs in mid-December with
the representative from the Institute of School and Parish Development. In January, a
Steering Committee was formed to begin the Present Situation Analysis.

We are in the midst of the PSA and there have been no decisions made about the regional
school. In the initial Listening Sessions, there has been some show of support, but there also
has been some negative responses as well. We are trying to get surveys done with more
specific questions such as, “will you support the regional school financially and/or send
your school age children to a regional school”. Until we get these questions answered, we
won’t know how to proceed regarding the location, cost, subsidy from the parishes, etc. The
hope is to have the school competitive, but beyond that, more research needs to be done.
The end date for the timeline presented to the Steering Committee was June.

1 wish I could say more about the regional school, but I cannot. I do hope this process
bears good fruit. Please, when the Steering Commiittee issues invitations to come to their
Listening Sessions or hands out surveys, please respond. This is the only way we will be
able to determine if a regional school will be feasible and viable.

In the meantime, we are doing what we can to prepare for the 2009-2010 school year here
at St. Anthony’s. We hope it will be a good year, because it will be our 65" anniversary
year.

LIGHT OF FAITH

This is Fifth week of Lent. Next week begins the holiest week of the Church year.
This week we will look at our response to the message of Divine Mercy as given to St.
Faustina. First | would like to review what we have covered in a ‘nutshell’ about the
message of Divine Mercy.

The first point is that we are called to receive God’s mercy in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. This gift is freely given without our deserving it, but we also have our
part, which is to participate in the graces of mercy given to us in this sacrament.

The second point is we are called to trust in the mercy of God. We do this by
accepting the gift of God’s mercy poured out upon us. We are not to doubt what a great
gift He has given to us in the Sacrament of Reconciliation, which is also referred to as
the “tribunal of mercy’.

This week we cover the next point: our response to the message of Divine Mercy. Our
part is to participate and proclaim the mercy of God to others. How do we do this? By
being merciful to others. We pray this daily in the ‘Our Father’ prayer. We ask God to
“forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us”. This is of
course easier said than done. We are challenged daily to forgive those around us for
their shortcomings. Yet this is what we as Christians are called to do. It may not “feel”
good to do this, but we are called to act in holy ways despite our feelings.

Jesus commissioned His disciples to "Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel
to every creature (Mk 16:15).” These words are for us as well. We are to tell others of
the great mercy of God. We can begin by being merciful to those who are closest to us.
Often we take those closest to us for granted. We tend to judge those people in our
families more harshly than those who are not as close.

Our Lord also told St. Faustina several times to tell the world of His mercy. Early in
her diary she quotes the Lord telling her, ““...speak to the world about My great and
unfathomable mercy.” | believe that those words spoken to her were also for us. Our
Lord honored and made a promise to the merciful in the beatitudes, “Blessed are the
merciful, for they will be shown mercy”” (Mt. 5:7).

As imitators of Christ we are called to be merciful just as He was. He showed the
depth of His mercy upon the cross when He said, ““...Father, forgive them, they know not
what they do (Lk. 23:34).” Let us all go out and do the same!

May God bless you with His tender mercy!
