Fr. Brian’s Blarney

Letter from a Young Marine to His Mother 
   I found this letter a while ago on the Internet.  It appears to be true, but I cannot tell from the research I have done.  
Regardless, it is fitting for these times, because of a recent article posted on the Wall Street Journal regarding one of our 
marines who was shot in the head and walked away.  Another marine had been shot and was protected.  He credits St. 
Michael the Archangel.  
   What follows is a letter written by a young Marine to his mother while he was hospitalized after being wounded on a 
Korean battlefield in 1950. It came into the hands of a Navy Chaplain who read the letter before 5,000 Marines at a San 
Diego Naval Base in 1951. 
   The Navy Chaplain had talked to the young man, to his mother, and to the Sergeant in charge of the patrol. This Navy 
Chaplain, Father Walter Muldy, assured anyone who asked, that this was a true story. This letter was read once a year in 
the 1960’s over a mid-western radio station at Christmas time.  
   Here is the Letter: 
 

Dear Mom, 
   I am writing to you from a hospital bed. Don’t worry, Mom, I am okay. I was wounded, but the doctor says that I will be up 
in no time. 
   But that’s not what I have to tell you, Mom. Something happened to me that I don’t dare tell anyone else for fear of their 
disbelief. But I have to tell you, the one person I can confide in, though even you may find it hard to believe. 
   You remember the prayer to Saint Michael that you taught me to pray when I was little: “Michael, Michael of the morning,
…” Before I left home for Korea, you urged me to remember this prayer before any confrontation with the enemy. But you 
really didn’t have to remind me, Mom. I have always prayed it, and when I got to Korea, I sometimes said it a couple of 
times a day while marching or resting. 
   Well, one day, we were told to move forward to scout for Commies. It was a really cold day. As I was walking along, I 
perceived another fellow walking beside me, and I looked to see who it was. 
   He was a big fellow, a Marine about 6’4” and built proportionally. Funny, but I didn’t know him, and I thought I knew 
everyone in my unit. I was glad to have the company and broke the silence between us: 
   “Chilly today, isn’t it?” Then I chuckled because suddenly it seemed absurd to talk about the weather when we were 
advancing to meet the enemy.  He chuckled too, softly. 
   “I thought I knew everyone in my outfit,” I continued, “ but I have never seen you before.” 
   “No,” he agreed, “I have just joined. The name is Michael.” 
   “Really?! That’s mine, too.” 
   “I know,” the Marine said, “Michael, Michael of the morning….” 
   Mom, I was really surprised that he knew about my prayer, but I had taught  it to many of the other guys, so I supposed 
that the newcomer must have picked it up from someone else. As a matter of fact, it had gotten around to the extent that 
some of the fellows were calling me “Saint Michael.” 
 

   Then, out of the blue, Michael said, “There’s going to be trouble ahead.” 
 

   I wondered how he could know that. I was breathing hard from the march, and my breath hit the cold air like dense 
clouds of fog. Michael seemed to be in top shape because I couldn’t see his breath at all. Just then, it started to snow 
heavily, and soon it was so dense I could no longer hear or see the rest of my outfit. I got a little scared and yelled, 
“Michael!” Then I felt his strong hand on my shoulder and heard his voice in my ear, “It’s going to clear up soon.” 
 

   It did clear up, suddenly. And then, just a short distance ahead of us, like so many dreadful realities, were seven 
Commies, looking rather comical in their funny hats. But there was nothing funny about them now; their guns were steady 
and pointed straight in our direction. 



 

 

   “Down, Michael!!” I yelled as I dove for cover. Even as I was hitting the ground, I looked up and saw Michael still standing, 
as if paralyzed by fear, or so I thought at the time. Bullets were spurting all over the place, and Mom, there was no way 
those Commies could have missed at that short distance. I jumped up to pull him down, and then I was hit. The pain was 
like a hot fire in my chest, and as I fell, my head swooned and I remember thinking, “I must be dying…” Someone was 
laying me down, strong arms were holding me and laying me gently on the snow. Through the daze, I opened my eyes, and 
the sun seemed to blaze in my eyes. Michael was standing still, and there was a terrible splendor in his face. Suddenly, he 
seemed to grow, like the sun, the splendor increasing intensely around him like the wings of an angel. As I slipped into 
unconsciousness, I saw that Michael held a sword in his hand, and it flashed like a million lights. 
   Later on, when I woke up, the rest of the guys came to see me with the sergeant. 
   “How did you do it, son?” he asked me. 
   “Where’s Michael?” I asked in reply. 
   “Michael who?” The sergeant seemed puzzled. 
   “Michael, the big Marine walking with me, right up to the last moment. I saw him there as I fell.” 
   “Son,” the sergeant said gravely, “you’re the only Michael in my unit. I hand-picked all you fellows, and there’s only one 
Michael. You. And son, you weren’t walking with anyone. I was watching you because you were too far off from us, and I 
was worried. 
   Now tell me, son,” he repeated, “how did you do it?” 
   It was the second time he had asked me that, and I found it irritating. 
   “How did I do what?” 
   “How did you kill those seven Commies? There wasn’t a single bullet fired from your rifle.” 
   “What?” 
   “Come on, son. They were strewn all around you, each one killed by a swordstroke.” 
   And that, Mom, is the end of my story. It may have been the pain, or the blazing sun, or the chilling cold. I don’t know, 
Mom, but there is one thing I am sure about. It happened. 
   Love your son, 
   Michael

Marines Today 
   On 15 Feb 2010 Michael M. Phillips wrote an article entitled “U. S. Marine Walks Away From Shot to Helmet in 
Afghanistan” and a blogger pointed out that his protection could have been from St. Michael the Archangel.  The blogger 
summarized Mr. Philips article in the following manner:  
   “It is hard to know whether Monday was a very bad day or a very good day for Lance Cpl. Andrew Koenig. On the one 
hand, he was shot in the head. On the other, the bullet bounced off him. In one of those rare battlefield miracles, an 
insurgent sniper hit Lance Cpl. Koenig dead on in the front of his helmet, and he walked away from it with a smile on his 
face.... 
   The only injury: A small, numb red welt on his forehead, just above his right eye.... 
   Gunnery Sgt. Shelton, a 36-year-old veteran from Nashville, said he had never seen a Marine survive a direct shot to the 
head. 
   But next to him was Cpl. Christopher Ahrens, who quietly mentioned that two bullets had grazed his helmet the day the 
Marines attacked Marjah. The same thing, he said, happened to him three times in firefights in Iraq. 
   Cpl. Ahrens, 26, from Havre de Grace, Md., lifted the camouflaged cloth cover on his helmet, exposing the holes where 
the bullets had entered and exited. He turned it over to display the picture card tucked inside, depicting Michael the 
Archangel stamping on Lucifer's head. "I don't need luck," he said.”

 Lesson Well Learned  
by a St. Anthony Parishioner 

 My Uncle, Brother Blaise, who is a 
Franciscan, told me a joke; it goes like 
this:  A rather distraught woman was 
sitting on a plane, crying her eyes out 
while she held her baby in her arms.  As                         
the young pilot walked by her, he stopped 
to question her as to what had gotten her 
so upset.  She bawled out,  “That man 
over there said I had an ugly baby!”                         
 Upon hearing that, the pilot, with the 
most comforting voice he could muster, 
said to the woman, “Please, don’t                         
feel bad.  Let me buy you a drink and get 
a banana for your monkey!” 
  How many times in life have you 
experienced something similar?  You 
search for someone to bare your heart to                         
and they just don’t quite get what you are 
feeling.  So, you try again, hoping the 
next person will share your                         
troubles with understanding, will offer 
you the right advice, and put balm on 
your wounded feelings, but it                         
just doesn’t happen. 
 Recall the story in 1Samuel 1:1-26?
Hannah, one of the wives of Elkanah, is 
being taunted by his other wife,                         
Peninnah, because she is barren.  So, 
Hannah, in her great need, goes to the 
Temple, bitterly crying out her anguish to 
the Lord.

Nothing like 
adding salt to a wound. Hannah had it 
correct when she went straight to the 
Temple and bared her heart and soul to 
the Lord in her anguish.  She didn’t go to 
Eli even though she knew that                       
he was a wise man.  Instead, she chose to 
go to the Creator of her soul. 
  We, too, have this same opportunity to 
bare our hearts and souls to our Creator 
in the Adoration Chapel. 
   I promise you, Our Lord won’t mistake 
your “baby” for a monkey!
