Six-month  Parish registration and
participation are required for Baptism,
Confirmation and Marriage.
Baptisms:  Second Sunday of the month;
Arrangements must be made in advance and
parents must attend a baptism class. The
Church requires that at least one of the parents
be a practicing Catholic; and anyone wishing
to serve as a Godparent must be an active,
practicing, fully initiated Catholic at least 16
years of age.
Marriage: Arrangements must be made at
least nine months in advance. Please call the
rectory office. Officiate at the ceremony must
be St. Anthony Parish Pastor or a family
member.
Funerals:  Officiate must be St. Anthony
Parish Pastor or a family member.
Please note: The services of the Parish
Organist are used for all sacramental liturgies.

The Cross From God
by a St. Anthony Parishioner

Several weeks ago in the midst of our family’s typical routine, as |
quickly passed the last pew to find my seat before Sunday Mass, |
noticed a woman seated, holding a rather large (at least3ft x 2ft) crucifix
in her arms.

“Oh,” | thought excitedly, “We’re going to have a special procession
today.” However when she didn’t move from her seat as the procession
began, I glanced back in her direction trying to figure out the situation. 1
felt overwhelmed by the public display in which she lovingly cradled
that crucifix in her arms. It was like she was holding an infant and she
held it near her face, within a sweet breath of her own. She was merging
herself into that cross.

“Wow!” | thought, and then | noticed her family sitting further down
the pew from her and saw the uncomfortable looks on their faces. |
knew that look. | had seen it before on my own children’s faces when
they didn’t know how to relate to me. | began to pray for her family to
give them the courage to be as brave as she was in showing her love, not
caring if she was being a fool for Our Lord.

And within that prayer, | began to meditate and wonder about myself
and my cross that | carry. Do | comfort the Lord by holding my cross to
blend with Him and be as one with Him? Do I speak intimately and love
Him using that cross as a vehicle to know Him better? And then |
thought....what would the whole church look like if all of us were
carrying “our crosses” for everyone to see? Would there be a display of
crosses being thrown up into the air like mine -- trying to aim at Our
Lord so He would give us a different cross and then beg for it back as
soon as it left our hands because we realized the graces it gave us?
Would we look at each other’s crosses? Would we notice if anyone was
hanging onto theirs and not carrying it? Would | then be a Simon of
Cyrene and offer to help carry that cross by praying for them and
lovingly say an encouraging word to them?

During the Handshake of Peace at Mass, | noticed the Ushers
welcoming the lady with the cross and the bright smiles it brought to her
family with that acceptance. | was in complete awe of this lady’s
courage as she continued to hold that huge cross in her arms and never
put it down throughout Mass even when she received Our Dear Lord at
Communion.

After Mass, | spoke to her briefly and she told me of her devotion to
pray for our priests. Later | spoke to an Usher whom 1’d seen talking to
her earlier. He told me he asked her about her Crucifix and she shared
with him that she wanted Father to bless it and when he asked her where
she got it, she replied, “From God.”
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Prayer cards are available which can be used to offer an hour
spent in Eucharistic Adoration for a special intention. Cards are
printed on regular card stock and are suitable to send to those you
choose. The inside of the card reads, “A4 Gift of Prayer for
You...A Holy Hour of Adoration has been made for .
your intentions”.

What a beautiful gift - the gift of an hour spent
before our Eucharistic Lord.
