The King’s Daughter
by a St. Anthony Parishioner

While cleaning off my dining room table, | found my young
daughter’s three page book she had drawn with crayons. It was
a story about a princess. When | read the last page of her book,
| stopped and smiled. She had drawn a smiling princess resting
under a multicolored rainbow and above the picture she wrote:
“And the princess sat right next to the rainbow.” | mused,
“That’s me; I’'m the princess who sat right next to the
rainbow.”

I couldn’t help but reflect about how far | had come
spiritually with Our Lord’s help and how happy | was. |
thought about my past worldly life and how | had been
drowning in sin. | had been like the sinful people in Noah’s
time, spiritually and morally dead, before their physical death.
I had forgotten Who | was created for. And when my physical
and mental health began to fail, | had cried out to God for help.
He heard me and He kept His promise: ‘I solemnly promise
you and your children and the animals you brought with you -
all these birds and cattle and wild animals - that | will never
again send another flood to destroy the earth. And | will seal
this promise with this sign: | have placed my rainbow in the
clouds over the earth, the rainbow will be seen in the clouds,
and | will remember My promise to you and to every being,
that never again will the floods come to destroy all life. For I
will see the rainbow in the cloud and remember My eternal
promise to every living being on the earth.” (Genesis 9:9-17)

Our good and generous Lord flooded me with His grace and
led me back into His Ark, the Catholic Church. | had been
given a second chance at a “true life”.

I knew | had to change my life, my thoughts and the words |
spoke to myself and others. My clothing and my actions had to
reflect this change. Then as a reminder to myself for the great
gift | was given, whenever | had looked in a mirror, | would tell
myself, “I am the King’s daughter.” | had been determined not
to allow anyone, including myself, to rob me of this honorable
position in Our Father’s Kingdom.

It was His Eyes that defined me, not mine, nor the world’s.
And in time, | had changed and | did not have to repeat my
affirmation. | knew | was His Daughter, His Princess who sat
right next to the Rainbow.
