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Fr. Brian’s Blarney 
Reflections on Holy Week and Divine Mercy Sunday 
   We just concluded the Octave of Easter with a beautiful celebration of Divine Mercy 
Sunday.  Holy Week was beautiful from the celebration of the Passion of the Lord on Palm 
Sunday to the 4.5 hours of confessions I heard on the Monday of Holy Week.  There were 
about 1.5 hours beginning at 11am and then 3 hours beginning 7pm.  It made Michigan 
State’s loss in the finals to UConn worth it. 
   The Chrism Mass at the Cathedral on Holy Thursday was beautiful and brought back fond 
memories of being at Mass in the seminary when Bishop Vigneron celebrated the Holy 
Sacrifice of the Mass.  We had a beautiful celebration that evening with the Mass of the 
Lord’s Supper.  My classmate, Fr. Tim Ferris concelebrated, bringing a special joy since we 
would often hang out during the Sacred Triduum in the seminary.  This included the 
washing of the feet of 12 men symbolizing the 12 Apostles and the priesthood and 
concluded with the procession of the Blessed Sacrament to the Adoration Chapel like the 
disciples processed with Jesus to the Garden in Gethsemane. 
   Since the Blessed Sacrament may not be exposed, we used the mini-ciborium with a small 
amount of Consecrated Hosts and placed them in the tabernacle in the Adoration Chapel.  
One new discovery, was that the Blessed Sacrament does not need to be removed from the 
Altar of Repose at Midnight, but could be left there until the beginning of the Liturgy of the 
Lord’s Passion on Good Friday.  It was beautiful to see the times filled throughout the 
night.  The Chapel was beautifully decorated again adding to the dignity of the adoration. 
   The Good Friday celebrations were powerful.  I was happy to be able to make it through 
the Stations of the Cross.  Frank Parker assisted me with the Stations throughout Lent, but I 
felt it was fitting that I would lead them this day.  Since they lasted close to an hour, it was 
slow enough for me not to be winded.  It added to my meditation after all of the surgeries 
and recovery on what Jesus must have felt like. 
   The Rosary, Chaplet and Mid-Day Prayer were all beautifully prayed.  In between setting 
up for the Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion, I could briefly pray along with the Rosary and 
Chaplet.  Thanks for leading the prayers, Michelle and Deb.  Plus, I needed to type up the 
prayers for Mid-Day Prayer.  Despite my typos and not enough copies (which is a good sign 
of the participation of the parish), it went very well.  This was a good addition to cap off the 
prayers before the choir sang.   The Lamentations were hauntingly beautiful.  The music 
added to the solemnity of the day as we moved toward the Lord’s Passion with the 
Veneration of the Cross and distribution of Holy Communion. (continued on today’s insert...)
