Etiquette in Church  
   I have received a number of complaints from Parish Council and the Committees regarding etiquette in Church, 
especially talking before and after Mass, as well as, attire, chewing gum, and cell phones ringing in church.  One 
of the members has written to me a few letters that seem to represent the sentiment of Parish Council and the 
Committees.  These will be posted after my comments. 
 
   In the late ’80’s, (however, this sentiment seemed to begin in the 1970’s), there was a skewed understanding of 
the Mass and the technical term “celebration” that led to a pretty base understanding of the Mass and 
subsequently the etiquette in church.  We no longer talked of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, therefore, we lost 
the sense of the sacred event that took place at the Last Supper that was completed on the Cross on Good Friday.    
Since we lost the sense of the sacred, the Mass was reduced to merely a common event in the life and times of 
Jesus.  It was simply a Communion Meal or a gathering of family and friends, and that was reflected in the 
catechesis on the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. 
 
   In the late ‘80’s when I was at John Carroll University being trained to be an Extraordinary Minister of Holy 
Communion, the lady campus minister taught us that since Mass is a “celebration” we should behave as such.  
She indicated that we should converse before Mass as if we were at a gathering of friends in a local setting.  It 
was less of a funeral setting and should not be considered a somber event, but more of a social setting and 
possibly like a party or a picnic.  Well, being a college kid, I began to talk in church before Mass even louder and 
used language that really shouldn’t even be repeated in a pub or factory.  My friends would correct me in church, 
but I would respond that since the campus minister taught me that it was a celebration, then not only were we to 
talk in church, but we were to carry on as if it were a party. 
 
   I never considered the rights of those around me to pray and to prepare to encounter Christ in the Holy Sacrifice 
of the Mass, especially when they received Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament of the Altar at Communion.  I 
was too caught up in my own rights and my own stuff, especially this false and skewed notion of the Mass. 
 
   Ironically, I was in Cleveland for St. Patrick’s Day having dinner with some classmates from Carroll and 
talking of old times and how things are now.  They got a bit carried away and realized they were swearing in front 
of a priest (since I had my collar on).  BK apologized and commented to Burt that they shouldn’t be swearing in 
front of a priest.  I laughed, because it was Burt who corrected me for my foul mouth while we were in main 
Chapel on campus 20+ years ago before Mass.  We all laughed, but I said “my how things have changed”. 
 
   So you can see my perspective, as well as, my concern that bad theology led to poor catechesis and teaching on 
the Mass, which led to a poor model for me (and others), thereby, setting a bad example and horrible behavior in 
church before, during, and after Mass.  I don’t want to be harsh in my correction here at St. Anthony’s.  Burt tried 
his best to correct me and he was right in doing so then.  What I found that by this bad teaching and example is 
that my faith was eroded and my understanding of the faith, especially in the Holy Eucharist and Mass was 
corrupted.  My hope and responsibility as a spiritual father (and the spiritual father of this parish) is to form us in 
the faith, and therefore, into a devout and pious family of God gathered to worship the Father, in union with the 
Son, in the power and love of the Holy Spirit while in Church at Mass and when we celebrate the Sacraments. 
 
   I’ve had visitors comment positively after a visit here how they love our reverence and the beauty of the Mass 
and the church.  I hope this continues.  I also hope we provide the good example necessary for our little ones, so 
they can grow in the faith and not be led astray like I was at John Carroll University.

Regarding talking in church: 
“We have always felt comfortable in our father's house and freely socialized with our brothers and sisters 
there.  We are, and should be, comfortable in our Heavenly Father's house as well.  However, while it is 
tempting to socialize with our brothers and sisters there also, we need to respect those who have a need to 
be alone with our Father for a few minutes.  With this in mind, please be considerate of them and the 
respect the Blessed Sacrament deserves and vacate the church quietly after Mass.  The narthex was built 
specifically for the purpose of gathering and socializing.  Please come to the narthex and share your 
company with us and the rest of your brothers and sisters.” 

 
Regarding chewing gum and cell phones:  

“In our culture, chewing gum is acceptable in many social settings.  Even a ringing cell phone with it's 
sometimes-humorous ring tone may not be objectionable.  However, in church, especially during Mass, 
neither is acceptable.  During Mass our primary and only focus should be on the miracle that is taking 
place before our very eyes.  A ringing phone or cracking gum is a distraction to our brothers and sisters 
and certainly a sign of disrespect to the Blessed Sacrament.  The devil works hard during Mass to do 
everything within his power to keep us from worshiping his declared enemy, God.  Let’s not contribute to 
his success.  Chewing gum not only can be a distraction, but also likely renders a person ineligible to 
receive Holy Communion by breaking the one-hour fast  
required by Church Law.  Out of respect for Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament and our brothers and sisters, 
please turn off your cell phone, or at least put it on "silent" and dispose of the gum in the cans at the 
entrances of church.”
