Mass Intentions

Canon Law stipulates that there may be only one Mass intention offered per Mass. It
does allow for an exception in which a priest may offer two Masses per week with
multiple intentions. This must be made public and those who have Masses said on these
days must be made aware of this multiple offering. Parish Council agreed with the
policy change in the parish, so now I am posting it publicly.

Beginning July 1, 2009, and until the end of the year, Masses at St. Anthony’s that will
have multiple intentions will be Monday and Wednesday. Beginning January 1, 2010 a
Sunday Mass not designated as the Pro Populo Mass (Mass for the People) will have
multiple intentions, instead of the Monday Mass. Since the Pro Populo Mass rotates on
the weekend, the weekend Mass with multiple intentions will rotate.

We are backlogged with Mass intentions that have not been said. These must be
completed within the year of asking, so this policy change will help us to catch up.
However, if we still have unsaid Masses, they will be sent to the missions in order to
fulfill the Mass requests. This will also help the missionaries with some income - as
minimal as it is. Each Mass donation is recommended at $10, so this will give them
some income.

Convalidation/Annulment

I have been working with a number of people that need an annulment to get married in
Church. T have also been working with couples that had decided to get married outside
of the Church for one reason or another and now have decided that they need to get
married in the Church. It has been a very good experience for those that come through
the process.

For many the Church was not on their radar map or they did not know the marriage is
not considered valid Sacramentally — valid in the “eyes of the Church or God” - even
though it is valid civilly. Many also do not know that they may not receive Holy
Communion if they are divorced and remarried outside of the Church or even if they
were simply married outside of the Church — like Las Vegas or in a park or something.
When saying “amen” while receiving communion, it means more than just “so be ir”;
one’s “amen” also means that I am in union with Rome and believe all that the Church
teaches including her teaching on marriage and the rest of the Sacraments.

I am reprinting a card that [ received after one such wedding, not to brag, but so that
you can see the impact of getting married in the Church. The bride’s words are perfect
for what the Church is trying to encourage. I hope that her words helps those who may
be afraid to go through the process, because she was on cloud nine for a week or so after
the wedding. That is what [ hope for everyone I work with to resolve and regularize their
marriages.

Please note, for the privacy of the couple their names will be omitted. They had been
refraining from receiving Holy Communion for at least a year and the groom was really
antsy to be married in the Church, so he could receive Holy Communion. The bride was
looking forward to getting married, but it was not as urgent to her as to him. Her words
confess an experience of joy and peace that really (continued on today’s insert.......)

Arrangements must be made in advance and
parents must attend a baptism class. The
Church requires that at least one of the parents
be a practicing Catholic; and anyone wishing
to serve as a Godparent must be an active,
practicing, fully initiated Catholic at least 16
years of age.
Marriage: Arrangements must be made at
least nine months in advance. Please call the
rectory office. Officiate at the ceremony must
be St. Anthony Parish Pastor or a family
member.
Funerals: Officiate must be St. Anthony
Parish Pastor or a family member.
