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Fr Brian’s Blarney 
Discerning God’s Will 
   Fr. Bernie Owens came down last Saturday 
to give a presentation on Discerning God’s 
Will.  There are generally two steps to the 
process: 1) Discerning the spirits (Holy Spirit 
or evil spirits) and 2) Discerning God’s Will.  
It was a good presentation in the limited time 
that we had available (when I was in the 
seminary, each session was 3 days and they 
were done in subsequent years).  He also 
helped us practice the process as a group to 
get a feel for how discernment is done.  It led 
to some great discussion and the realization 
that there are more questions that have to be 
asked as we transition through this year. 
 

Budget 
   Apparently, in last week’s article, I left out 
the reason why the Archdiocese rejected our 
budget.  It was rejected because we have an 
operating deficit, due to the fact the 
Archbishop decided to keep the school open.  
The Chancellor is aware of the financial hardship that we are currently in and is asking us 
to make the best of the situation along with keeping in mind that we are to do the least 
harm to the parish. 
   Mindful of this, we have taken steps to reduce our staffing as I had stated earlier.  
Unfortunately, that means that Mrs. Kelly Latz will not be with us for this school year to 
teach art.  I would like to thank her for her service to St. Anthony Catholic School in the 
program that she created for the kids last year. 
   Also, keep in mind that the estimated per pupil cost is $10,000.  The current tuition 
covers less than  $3,000 per student, so we as a parish are shouldering quite a burden.  
Thank you for the sacrifices that you have made and will be making for the good of the 
whole parish.  My hope is that we will all be able to contribute to ensure that the 65th year 
of the school is a good and smooth one.  We will also have to be aware that this school 
year is coming at a price, so I am hoping that I will get the cooperation of all involved. 
 

Vocation Committees 
   We are looking to reestablish the Vocation Committee here at St. Anthony to support 
our vocations and to promote the vocations to the priesthood and religious life.  If you are 
interested in working on this committee, Please contact Glen Ingersoll, chair of the 
Education Committee.

� There will be 3 groups instead of 10 that will rotate 

turns for the luncheons. 
� The Group leaders will each call the names on their 

current list of parishioners, to see who is willing to 
remain on the call list for luncheon donations. 
� When all the calls are made, the list of those who 

are willing to continue to participate will appear in 
the bulletin.  Anyone who wasn’t called but wants  
to be included on a list, will then be invited to call 
the office to sign up. 
� When all the names are gathered, they will be 

divided evenly among the 3 groups who will then 
have an updated list in preparation for their turn for 
a luncheon. 

   Our hope is that those who remain on one of the lists 
will be doing so because they want to be a part of this 
special ministry that touches fellow parishioners when 
they are in the most need.
