Since we are transitioning the parish from strictly
fundraisers, the Event Committee is trying to piggyback on a successful Bonfire last year
by inviting everyone from the parish to participate this year.

Parish Formation

We are bringing in a number of speakers this next year that will help to fulfill our
Intellectual Formation, including Stephen Ray, who came on Wednesday and will be
back October 28™. We will have a number of speakers coming in during Lent, covering
the New Age Movement and Life issues. We are also bringing Leonardo DeFillipis back
to do a performance of St. John Vianney.

The Event Committee has been hard at work planning different social events to fulfill
our Social Formation. These include the Bonfire to the Polish Dinner to Card and Game
Nights in January. Of course, we will need volunteers. It has been refreshing to see new
names volunteering for the Polish Dinner. Please make sure you sign up to help make
these events successful.

Christian Service usually is the least visible, but we have a number of people bringing
Holy Communion to Nursing Homes and the home bound. There is a food pantry
available with your donations of food helping to stock it. The Knights have been helpful
in working with the Knights at St. Joe’s in Erie to provide us with the bread you see on
Sunday. There are the different fundraisers to collect clothing for the poor and items for
babies to give to crisis pregnancy centers to the Mother/Daughter breakfast. You will

Six-month  Parish registration and
participation are required for Baptism,
Confirmation and Marriage.
Baptisms:  Second Sunday of the month;
Arrangements must be made in advance and
parents must attend a baptism class. The
Church requires that at least one of the parents
be a practicing Catholic; and anyone wishing
to serve as a Godparent must be an active,
practicing, fully initiated Catholic at least 16
years of age.
Marriage: Arrangements must be made at
least nine months in advance. Please call the
rectory office. Officiate at the ceremony must
be St. Anthony Parish Pastor or a family
member.
Funerals:  Officiate must be St. Anthony
Parish Pastor or a family member.
Please note: The services of the Parish
Organist are used for all sacramental liturgies.

the 8am 1st Saturday Mass, (and stop for breakfast), we make our way to the Abortion
“Clinic” at 1160 W. Sylvania Avenue in Toledo. There we stand on the sidewalk and
pray the rosary, Divine Mercy chaplet and sing songs of faith. Drivers “honk” in support
of us as they drive by. Once, a man on his way to the hospital to see his mother pulled
over and asked to pray with us! Our hour too quickly speeds by. Please join us!

We are so blessed to have 1st Saturday Mass at St. Anthony. Our Lord told Sr. Lucia,
the little girl who saw the Blessed Mother at Fatima, that He wanted us to make reparation
for sins committed against her Immaculate Heart. Each baby’s life is precious to Mother
Mary and her Son. She knows that life is a gift from God. The devil has deceived us by
telling us that we can have it all without sacrifice. But to enjoy family life we must make
sacrifices, including welcoming all little ones that we are given. Abortion destroys our
future joy. Our Blessed Mother has told us repeatedly how we can end abortion. She tells
us to pray the rosary as hearts must be changed.

Because this is spiritual warfare, it is very important that we are in the state of grace.
We need go to confession and receive the Eucharist. These sacraments make us strong to
stand at the abortion mill and give witness to the killing just a few feet away. Abortionists
don’t care about the lives they destroy, neither the mothers’ nor the babies’. Abortionists
are there for the MONEY, one of the largest industries today as reported on Catholic
radio. We have failed the women who most need our help. We must love them and their
babies. We must pray for the conversion of the abortionists. We pray for them at the 8am
