� Our Sacramental Policy � 
 

   Six-month Parish registration and 
participation are required for Baptism, 
Confirmation and Marriage. 
 

Baptisms:  Arrangements must be made 
in advance and parents must attend a 
baptism class.  The Church requires that 
at least one of the parents be a practicing 
Catholic, and the Godparents must be 
active, practicing, fully initiated Catholics 
at least 16 years of age.  If two 
Godparents: must be 1 male & 1 female; 
if one Godparent: may be male or female. 
 

Marriage: Arrangements must be made 
at least nine months in advance.  Please 
call the Parish Office.  Officiate at the 
ceremony must be St. Anthony Parish 
Pastor or a family member. 
 

Funerals:  Officiate must be St. Anthony 
Parish Pastor or a family member. 
 

Please note:  The services of the Parish 
Organist are used for all sacramental 
liturgies.

Did	you	know	that	St.	Anthony	Parish	has	a	group	of	women	
dedicated	to	praying	weekly	Holy	Hours	for	the	needs	of	our	
pastor	Fr.		Robert	Slaton? 
 
The Seven	Sisters	Apostolate is a call to strengthen the Church by ensuring 
that a Holy Hour is prayed each day of the week for the sole intention of a 
speciϐic priest or bishop. Seven core women commit to praying one Holy 
Hour before the Blessed Sacrament one day a week.  Additional women who 
would like to join may supplement to the daily prayers for our shepherd. We 
pray for our pastor’s needs, intentions, and that he may develop a deeper 
love of our Blessed Mother.  
 
Each member commits to a Holy Hour on a distinct day of the week, thus 
covering a complete week. The 
commitment is to that day; the Seven 
Sister may pray at any time on that day. If 
she is unable to offer her Holy Hour, she is 
to secure a substitute, explaining the 
Apostolate’s mission.
