Lenten Regulations on Fast & Abstinence
Abstinence from meat is observed on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all the Fridays of Lent by all

Catholics 14 years and older. Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but not of eggs, milk products, or condiments
made of animal fat. Permissible are soups flavored with meat, meat gravy, and sauces.

Fasting is observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday by all Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet
59. Those bound by this rule may take only one full meal. Two smaller meals are permitted as necessary to
maintain strength according to one’s needs, but eating solid foods between meals is not permitted. Ordinary
liquids only.
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That is why the general dispensation from the Sunday obligation will be extended only for one month,
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
